The NEW TRIER JAZZ FESTIVAL was started in 1984 to help keep the tradition of “big
band jazz” alive. Beginning in 2005, the festival was renamed The Frank Mantooth
Jazz Festival at New Trier High School in honor of a great jazz educator, composer,
and friend of New Trier jazz students. Using a non-competitive format, the four primary
purposes of the festival are to provide high school and junior high jazz musicians with...

•  An opportunity to perform for and be critiqued by some of this country’s most
outstanding jazz educators.

•  An opportunity to attend clinics on performance techniques, music careers, jazz
improvisation, and other topics of interest by leading jazz professionals.

•  An opportunity for student musicians to be individually recognized with certificates and
other awards.

•  An opportunity to attend concerts by some of the world’s greatest jazz artists and big
bands.

ALEXIS BOOTH was classically trained from a
young age on piano, trumpet, and French horn, and
has spent years refining her voice as an instru-
ment. Alexis graduated in 1997 from New Trier High
School where as a french horn player she was a
member of the orchestras, wind ensembles and
jazz ensembles.

Her talents were lauded early on by eminent jazz
publication Downbeat Magazine, who presented
her the award of “Best High School Jazz Vocalist”
– the same honor received by Norah Jones the
previous year. While at college, she joined a
nationally recognized, self-directed a cappella
group where she flexed her creative muscles,
arranging inventive choral orchestrations and
growing business opportunities.

Alexis later moved to New York City to take advantage of its wealth of musical opportuni-
ties. Immersing herself in the city’s rich singer/songwriter scene, Alexis allowed herself
the space to develop as a writer and a solo performer. Drawing upon the grace and
artistry of contemporaries and legends alike, she has learned to speak from the heart
about her own life and experiences – with the voice of a diva and the words of a poet.



DIVA is a concert jazz orchestra steeped
in the history of jazz but infused with the
progressive harmonies of today. The band
is based in New York City and plays
contemporary, mainstream big band jazz
composed and arranged by band
members and renowned writers including
Tommy Newsom, Ellen Rowe, Rich
Shemaria, and Scott Whitfield. DIVA’s
unique sound is a result of their repertoire
being composed expressly for the
individual personalities of the musicians
themselves. What audiences can expect
to hear is powerful ensemble playing
and creative soloists playing with all
the spontaneity, originality and finesse
of the jazz masters who have preceded
them.

DIVA was founded by Stanley Kay, a
former manager and relief drummer
for the Buddy Rich Big Band. In 1990,
Kay was conducting a band where
Maricle was playing drums. Impressed
by her skill, Kay wondered if there
were other women musicians with a
similar caliber of musicianship. A
nationwide audition of players
produced a core group of musicians
who performed their first concert in
March of 1993.

DIVA has performed in some of the
world’s most prestigious music venues,
where they have received critical
acclaim.

Television appearances include multiple features on CNN’s Arts Break, CBS Sunday
Morning, a spotlight presentation on the Kennedy Center’s 25th Anniversary Special, a
feature on Japanese television’s NHK network, as well as various local cable programs.

Music critics all over the world have praised DIVA’s most recent CD, Live in Concert. The
band’s other CDs include I Believe in You, Leave it to DIVA, and Something’s Coming.

Sherrie Maricle, Band Leader/Drummer

Sherrie Maricle was born in Buffalo, New York
and at age 5 moved to Endicott, New York. In
fourth grade she began studying the clarinet
and cello but switched to snare drum in sixth
grade. When Sherrie was 11 she heard a
concert by Buddy Rich and his Killer Force
Orchestra that ignited her passion for the drums,
big bands and jazz, and started her on her life’s
path.

While she was an undergraduate at
Binghamton University she began playing
professionally in a wide variety of musical
situations. After earning her Bachelor of Arts
degree in 1985 she moved to New York City
and attended New York University where she
completed a Master’s of Arts in Jazz Perfor-
mance in 1986 and a Doctorate of Philosophy
in Jazz Performance/Composition in 2000.
